Admission Policy

society”), in order to train students to become leading international engineers and researchers with
practical and creative capacity.

2. Students who have a desire to develop a new field, create a new theory and engage in productive

3. Students who have an international perspective and aim at study with global implications

4. Students who have a desire to display their unique strengths

5. Students who have a desire to engage in challenging and original research

6. Students who are rich in humanity and seek to contribute to human happiness

Admission Policy for the 5-Year Integrated Doctoral Program
[Science of Technology Innovation]

We invite students with the following characteristics:

1. Students with a strong interest in studying and conducting research in the Science of Technology
Innovation program, and desire to cultivate the ability to innovate and be active on the global stage,
develop the ability to lead the world’s industries, and contribute to their development

2. Students who wish to learn advanced research skills in various specialized fields (including

mechanical engineering, electrical engineering, materials science, civil engineering, and
bioengineering) and adopt a multifaceted perspective, as well as acquire practical and
interdisciplinary abilities in science and technology
. Students with a farsighted perspective and aim to have both a business mind and a sense of ethics
4. Students who wish to develop communication abilities, facilitation abilities, research planning
abilities, the fundamental knowledge needed for business development, and English language skills
that facilitate research, project development, and information communication
5. Students who wish to acquire the ability to identify the essential aspects of research problems
through scientific methods, as well as the abilities that lead to truly innovative solutions

Courses and modules required prior to admission

Applicants must have completed an education program provided at a university or College of
Technology (KOSEN), and possess the necessary English language ability, fundamental academic
abilities, and applied skills for studying and conducting research in this program.

2. Qualifications for Application
The following qualifications are required for applicants.
(A) Non-Japanese who hold a resident visa status permitting enrollment to the Graduate School
under the Immigration Control and Recognition of Refugee Status Law
(B) Non-Japanese who are expected to obtain the above status after enrollment in the Graduate
School under the Immigration Control and Recognition of Refugee Status Law
Those who satisfy either (A) or (B) are further required to meet one of the following
qualifications:
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(1) Be a university graduate, or be expected to graduate by the end of March 2019, in Japan.

(2) Have successfully obtained a bachelor’s degree at the National Institution for Academic Degrees
and Quality Enhancement of Higher Education (NIAD-QE), or be expected to do so by the end of
March 2019, in Japan.

31 3 (3) Have successfully completed a 16-year course of school education abroad, or be expected to do so

by the end of March 2019.

(4) Have completed, in Japan, the correspondence course of an overseas educational institution and
completed a 16-year course of school education, or be expected to do so by the end of March 2019.

(5) Have successfully completed a course at an overseas educational institution in Japan which
requires graduates to have completed a 16-year course in the school education system, which is
deemed to have university courses in that system, and which is specifically recognized by the
Japanese Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science, and Technology, or be expected to do so
by the end of March 2019.

(6) Those who have a degree equivalent to a Bachelor’s degree or expect to obtain such a degree by
the end of March 2019, from a university or school in a country other than Japan by completing a
course of study for at least 3 years by a correspondence course, provided by a school of that
country, in Japan, or from an educational institution recognized as being part of the educational
system of the country and that is specifically designated by the Minister of Education, Sports,
Science and Technology. The university or school must be evaluated on the comprehensive quality
of the education and research activities by the authorized persons of the government or relative
institution of the country or must be restricted to an institution specifically designated by the
Minister of Education, Sports, Science and Technology.

(7) Have completed a specialized course of training recognized by the Japanese Minister of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science, and Technology at a Senshu School (Specialized School), or be expected
to do so by the end of March 2019.

*(8) In the case of an applicant from a foreign country where the completion of college level education
does not require 16 years of school education, satisfy the following 2 conditions and be deemed by
the graduate school of engineering at Nagaoka University of Technology to have academic ability
equal to or higher than a graduate of a Japanese university.

1) Have spent one year or more as a research student or research fellow at a university or research
institute in Japan or abroad after successfully obtaining a bachelor’s degree, or be expected to do
so by the end of March 2019.

2) Be 22 years old or older as of March 31, 2019.

*(9) Have studied at a university three years or more or be expected to do so, or have completed 15
years of school education abroad or be expected to do so, by the end of March 2019.

Be deemed by the graduate school of engineering at Nagaoka University of Technology to get or
have gotten an excellent record.

15 *(10) Be deemed by the graduate school of engineering at Nagaoka University of Technology to have
academic ability equal to or higher than a graduate of a Japanese university, based on the
submitted documents.

Be 22 years old or older as of March 31, 2019.
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Applicants under subsections (3) or (4) are required to confirm their qualifications.
Before submission of the application documents, be sure to contact Division of Admissions. The
office will provide documents for the application qualification. Filled documents should be
submitted to the office.* Assessment of Application Qualifications
The University will assess the qualifications of applicants under subsections (8), (9), or (10)
based on the submitted documents. The following documents for assessment should be submitted
to the office by December 14, 2018. The result of assessment is to be notified to the applicant in
written form on January 7, 2019. Only applicants whose qualifications are met with the
university requirement may submit application documents.

2) Documents certifying academic career (diploma, final transcript, etc.)
3) Certificate of Research Activities (provided form, to be completed by the head of each
academic institution)
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(9):1) Summary of Academic and Professional Activities (provided form)
2) Certificate of Student Registration, academic record, etc.
(10):1) Summary of Academic and Professional Activities (provided form)
2) Documents certifying academic career (diploma, final transcript, etc.)
3) Documents certifying work experience, overseas experience, or other relevant experience
(academic paper, research reports or record of research or other academic activity, etc.)
* The office may request submission of additional documents according to academic
background and career.
* All of these materials should be filled out in English or in Japanese, using a typewriter or
word processor or a black ballpoint pen (block letters). If any certificates are written in another
language, please attach a translation in English.
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3. Application Procedure
3.1 Application Period
January 21 — 24, 2019
* Applications must be received within this period.

NOTE:

We have established a special full Screening Fee exemption for victims of the extremely severe

disasters on or after April 1, 2015 (The disasters authorized based on Act on Special Financial

Support to Deal with Extremely Severe Disasters [Act No. 150 of September 6, 1962].).
Applicants who believe that they qualify for the exemption are asked to confirm the following

qualifications and to then contact the Division of Admissions (Phone:+81-258-47-9271 OR

+81-258-47-9273, e-mail nyushigroup@jcom.nagaokaut.ac.jp) for instructions regarding relevant

procedures, before paying the screening fee.

[Qualifications]

Applicant or person responsible for bearing the primary burden of payment lives in a extremely
damaged area, and said person’s house is destroyed and in the either one of following conditions.

1. The house is completely destroyed due to being burned down or washed away by a flood.

2. The house is largely destroyed or half destroyed, including being half burned down.

3.3 Submission of application documents
Applicants should bring the documents in person or send them by mail to Division of
Admissions. Use registered express mail or international courier service. Place the documents in an
envelope with the size of 330mmx240mm, and write “Application Forms for the 5-year
Integrated Doctoral Program” on the top of envelope.
The documents may be brought in person between 9:00 and 17:00 on weekdays during the
application period.

4. Screening/Examination Procedure

The applicants will be judged on three components: oral examination, interview, and the application
documents. The applicants will be invited for oral examination and interview conducted in either
Japanese or English. Applicants from overseas may be exempted from coming to our university for the
examination, subject to the approval of our graduate school. In that case, oral examination and interview
will be conducted through an electronic media.

4.1 Oral Examination
Basic knowledge in the applicant’s field of study will be examined by faculty members of the
department. In some cases, an applicant may be required to present a supplementary explanation in
written form. Test subjects are listed in the following table.

Detailed information regarding the enrollment procedure will be given with notification
of admission.
(1) Enrollment Procedure
Applicants who have received notification of admission need to fill out and submit documents that
are included in the enrollment procedure information.
(2) Admission and Tuition fees
All of entrants to the Science of Technology Innovation will be exempted from all admission
and tuition fees in principle. In principle, tuition fee is exempted for 5 years in the 5-year
Integrated Doctoral Program. (If you are enrolled more than 5 years, you will have to pay full
tuition fee for the exceeding period.)
