 1. The admission fee and tuition received by Nagaoka University of Technology cannot be refunded 

    for any reason. 

  

 2. Once the admission fee and tuition payments have been made, no applications for exemption or 

    postponement will be accepted. Even if an "Application Form for Admission Fee Exemption / 

Deferment" is submitted, the "Application Form for Admission Fee Exemption/Deferment" will not 

be accepted once the payment is confirmed.. 

 

 3. In the event that combined tuition payment is made for both the first half and second half, tuition 

   exemption applications for the second half may not be made for any reason. 

 

 4. It is possible to apply simultaneously for tuition exemptions for both the first and second half  

   together. In July or later, there will be a notification posted on on-campus bulletin boards and our 

   website, regarding applying for second half tuition exemptions after not submitting acombined 

   application for both halves. 

 

 5. Applications made after the period listed will NOT be accepted for ANY REASON. 

   If you cannot submit an application during the period listed, contact us beforehand to let us know.
