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All materials must be written either in English or in Japanese. If any certificate is issued in another
language, please attach a translation in English or in Japanese. If you prepare the translation yourself,
please write your signature in your own handwriting somewhere on the document.

+ If you intend to stay in Japan for more than 90 days, you will need to apply for a student visa.
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* You are not allowed to remain in Japan beyond the designated study period at NUT. You are required to
leave Japan promptly after the completion of your study period at NUT.
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* You will be staying in a student dormitory or a guest house during your time at NUT. Please note that
moving in or out is only allowed on weekdays, and not on weekends or public holidays. Additionally, the
rent for the student dormitory will not be prorated. This means that even if you stay for just one day in a
given month, you will be charged for the entire month's rent.
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* Your estimated living expenses during your stay in Japan will vary depending on your accommodation
at NUT. If you stay in a student dormitory: JPY 48,500—89,500. If you stay in a guest house: JPY 70,000—
115,000. Please note that you are responsible for covering all living expenses.
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* NUT provides a tutor system for international students arriving in Japan for the first time. Under this
system, a student—typically someone from your lab—will assist you with daily life and academic matters
for a maximum of four months. (In certain cases, a tutor may not be assigned to you, depending on factors

such as the duration of your stay at NUT or your prior living experience in Japan.)
