1. Support for International Students
(1) Global Education Center and

Section of International Student Affairs (Int’l Student Affairs)

(2) Tutoring System
For new international student, a senior student appointed by your supervisor/class teacher will assist you as a
tutor on your academic and daily life for 4 months the longest. If you don’t get along with the assigned tutor,
feel free to discuss the matter with your supervisor or Int’l Student Affairs staff.

(3) Courses of Japanese Language and Culture

A guidance and placement test are held every April and September for students who wish to take a Japanese
class. In that case, you must attend the guidance and take the test. The test schedule will be announced at an
international student and Japanese class guidance and per e-mail.

1. Japanese Language classes and General Affairs of Japan class with Credit

Japanese Language classes (Intermediate/Advanced) and General Affairs of Japan class are offered as regular
university courses throughout the year for graduate and undergraduate students. In order to take these classes,
you must take a placement test and complete registration.

2. Japanese Classes for Beginners with No Credit

Intensive Japanese and Basic Japanese classes are offered for those who study Japanese for the
first time. In both classes, you will be learning useful Japanese expressions to communicate with
others in your daily life. If you wish to take the class, contact a Global Education Center’s teacher
personally, and must attend the first class. If the class has extra seats available, family member of

international students may be permitted to attend the class with a charge of 14,800 yen.
Details will be provided during the guidance session.

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2. Classification of International Students
The following describes a classification of international students in Nagaoka University of
Technology.

(1) Regular Students
€ Undergraduate Students (B), Gakubu-sei
If a student attend NUT’s School of Engineering for required academic years and earn required credits in both
general education and a major, the student will be awarded a Bachelor’s degree of Engineering.
Standard study period for those who enrolled to NUT at their 1st undergraduate year is 4 years.
For those who enrolled to NUT at their 3rd undergraduate year is 2 years.

€ Graduate Students (M/D/GD), Daigakuin-sei
Graduate School of Engineering consists of Master’s Program (M: Shu-shi, standard study period of 2 years),
Doctoral Program (D: Hakase, standard study period of 3 years), and 5-year Integrated Doctoral Program (GD:
Gigaku Innovation, standard study period of 5 years).
The Master of Engineering degree is awarded upon completion of the master’s program, and
the Doctor of Engineering degree is awarded upon completion of the doctoral and GD program.

< Terms and Systems

Ryu-nen (Repeating a program): To not complete the course within the standard study period.
Kyu-gaku (Absence from School): To take a leave of absence from NUT for a long time for a
medical treatment or other reasons, with a prior notice. You must go back to your home

country during Kyu-gaku period.
Fuku-gaku (Returning to School): To end Kyu-gaku period and return to NUT to study.

Tai-gaku (Leaving School): To withdraw your studentship from NUT.

Joseki (Explusion from School): To be expelled from NUT for a reason such as unpaid tuition.
Tsuu-gaku Teishi (Permitted absence): To be asked not to come to school when being
diagnosed with influenza, measles, or other infectious diseases to prevent the spreading. If you
inform this to NUT in advance, your missing classes will be considered as permitted absence.

(2) Non-regular Students
€ Exchange Students
An undergraduate or graduate student of other university/institution that has an academic agreement with
NUT may earn credits by conducting research and/or taking classes at NUT as an exchange student.
You can only take classes which were approved by NUT. Without this approval, your academic transcript will
not be issued either. When you wish to revise your subject selection, please discuss with Int’l Student Affairs.

€ Research Exchange Students (non-credit)

A graduate student of other university/institution that has an academic agreement with NUT may research at
NUT as a research exchange student. No credit can be earned after completion of the study period of research
exchange student.

€ Research Students (non-credit)

A student who has completed undergraduate study may be admitted as a research student upon approval of
NUT, to study a specific topic of research. No credit can be earned and no degree will be awarded after
completion of the study period of research student.
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2. UNIVERSITY FEES AND SCHOLARSHIPS
1. Tuition & Other School Fees
All the fees vary depending on the year of entrance and status. If you apply for Admission Fee/Tuition
Exemption, do not pay for those until the result is announced.

*1 Screening Fee: must be paid during the application period.

*2 Admission Fee: must be paid within the period of enrollment procedure. NOT required to those who are
proceeding to NUT’s Doctoral course right after their Master’s degree at NUT.

*3 Tuition:

1) for Regular Students: it will be withdrawn from your designated bank account; the first half on

June 1st, the second half on November 1st. If you have not registered your bank account, please do so from
the URL below.
If you do not have a bank account at a Japanese bank (new students) or do not use automatic transfer system,
complete the payment over the counter at bank except Japan Post Bank, with the payment slip sent to you
from NUT. (Transfer fee for withdraw is less than commission fee for payment at bank counter; we
recommend you to use automatic transfer system.)

2) for Research Students: must be paid in advance at a bank either by 3 or 6 months depending on
your study period.

3) for MEXT Scholarship Students, Exchange Students and Research Exchange Students under an
academic exchange agreement, and students in program of Science of Technology Innovation are NOT
required to pay the tuition.

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2. Two Insurances for All Students, Gakken-Sai and Gakken-Bai
All Regular Students and Non-regular Students have to purchase the following insurances, as a part of the
enrollment procedure.
¢ Gakken-Sai
is to aid the medical expenses for accidents happened during: classes, educational research activities under
the supervision of faculty staff, a commute to NUT, university events, pre-registered on/off-campus activities,
and accidents on NUT campus except dormitories.
¢ Gakken-Bai
is to cover compensation for injuries or property damages caused to others. If any accident occurs, please
contact Student Support, Student Affairs, immediately.

<Other optional insurances that we strongly recommend you to join:>
¢ Inbound futai-gakuso
covers accidents during private activities. Especially, those who ride a bicycle should purchase this
insurance. It includes services such as settlement negotiations in the event of an accident, English
correspondence (e-mail), and guardian expenses (the cost for your guardian to rush from your home
country when you are hospitalized). Please contact Int’l Student Affairs for the application.
€ Group General Daily Living Compensation Insurance
Those who go to Jitsumu-Kunren in their undergraduate 4th year are also strongly recommended to buy an
additional insurance. The insurance provides 24-hour support, including weekends and holidays. Exchange
Students who attend internship are required to buy this insurance.
If you take part in Jitsumu-Kunren overseas, please compare among insurance companies and purchase the
insurance that suits your needs.
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3. Admission Fee Exemption

Regular Students may apply for a half or a full Admission Fee Exemption. Please complete the necessary
procedures at the Scholarships and Financial Assistance during the period of your enrollment formalities. Those
who wish to apply for exemptions must remember to check the “Application Items for Exemptions, etc.” and
submit the application documents when entering the admission procedure system.

4 For Undergraduate Students:

One who has a difficulty to make an admission fee payment due to damages caused by a natural disaster
within one year before he or she enters NUT.

€ For Graduate Students:

a) One who has an outstanding academic record but has financial difficulty to pay an admission fee.

b) One who has difficulty to make an admission fee payment due to damages caused by a natural disaster

within one year before he or she enters NUT.
4. Admission Fee Postponement

Regular students may apply for Admission Fee Postponement at the Scholarships and Financial Assistance,
during your enrollment formalities. If you are selected, your payment will be postponed. Those who wish to
apply for deferment must remember to check the “Application Items for Exemption, etc.” and submit the
application documents when entering the admission procedure system.

a) One who has an outstanding academic record and has a financial difficulty to pay an admission fee by

the designated date.

b) One who has a difficulty to make an admission fee payment due to damages caused by a natural

disaster within one year before he or she enters NUT.
5. Tuition Exemption

Regular students who meet one of the following conditions; a), b) or ¢), may apply for Tuition Exemption at
the Scholarships and Financial Assistance during the specified application period. To apply, you must meet the
following condition:

a) One who has an outstanding academic record but has a financial difficulty to pay the tuition.

b) One who has a difficulty to make an admission fee payment due to the damage caused by a natural disaster

within the last 6 months (within the past 1 year for new students).

c¢) When it is recognized that the student is unable to continue his/her studies due to reasons

beyond his/her control, such as the influence of social conditions.

It is offered twice an academic year and there are a full exemption (267,900 yen), a half-amount exemption
(133,950 yen), or no exemption. From April to September is counted as the first half of the year, October to next
March is counted as the latter half of the year. However, for those who enrolled in September, September to next
March will be counted as the latter half of the year for the initial academic year. (For the graduating year, the
first half is counted from April to August.) Application period will be announced on NUT website and will be
posted on the bulletin board of the Scholarships and Financial Assistance, do not miss these announcements.

6. Notes

If you consider to apply for each exemption or admission fee postponement, please note the
following points.

*Non-regular students or students who have repeated a year (Ryu-nen) or taken a leave of absence (Kyu-gaku),
are in principle not eligible for this system.

*MEXT scholars or students who receive scholarship from their home country don’t need to apply
for this.

*Students who are going to apply for Admission Fee/Tuition Exemption must NOT make any payment until
the result of your application is released.

7. Tuition and Admission Fee Payment Deadline

If you fail to complete the payment of Admission Fee and/or Tuition by the designated date, you will

automatically be expelled from the university. In that case, you are asked to return to your home country

since you will lose your residential status as student. Also, if you are expelled, you are NOT allowed to re-
enroll to NUT in the future.
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8. Scholarships for Privately Financed Students
Students who are not receiving government scholarships may apply for various scholarships offered by private

foundations. There are 2 types of scholarships available to privately financed students; 1) ones that require first

screening by the university (President); and 2) ones you can apply freely individually.

For 1), NUT accepts application for Scholarship registration twice a year in Spring and Autumn. Candidates

are selected among registrants through the University Committee’s initial screening. The selected applicants are

then recommended by the university to the foundations for scholarships. Please check the website and e-mails

from Int’1 Student Affairs in advance.

9. Immediate Living Expenses
We suggest you to bring approximately 200,000 yen in cash with you for immediate living expenses, especially

if you rent an apartment. If you are a privately-financed student, prepare an additional amount for tuition and

admission fee to be paid up front.

You need to plan your finance well not to be expelled from NUT because you are unable to pay the

tuition.

3. IMPORTANT NOTES FOR YOUR FINANCIAL PLAN
<Financial Plan>

You should not count on receiving any scholarships, fee exemption, or future income from part-
time work in Japan. There are students who leave NUT because they cannot pay the tuition.

<Scholarships and Admission/Tuition Exemption>

Privately financed students are strongly recommended to apply for admission/tuition fee exemption and
scholarships. Please make sure to check the latest information from email and bulletin board every day.
However, it does not mean that the support is guaranteed. You should prepare enough money on
your own to support your student life without receiving any scholarships or fee exemptions.
Most scholarships from private foundations in Japan require Japanese language proficiency,
therefore privately financed students are strongly encouraged to take a Japanese Language
Proficiency Test conducted twice a year in July and December.

Scholarship from private foundations is usually around 100,000 yen per month at maximum. The
application requirement varies depending on different foundations, and even if you apply, there is no
guarantee that you will win the scholarship. So think of your financial plan without the support of
scholarship.

If you plan to work part-time to save money for your school fees & living costs, make sure that
it does not affect your school work. If you plan to proceed to the master’s program, be extra
careful with your financial plan. Your class schedule will be quite full from the 3rd-year
undergraduate. It would be hard to find the time for a part-time job. Taking a leave of
absence to work part-time in Japan to earn school fees is a violation of the Immigration Law, and
you will be punished. If you work part-time, be sure to obtain a part-time work permit and limit
your working hours to 28 hours per week.

<When proceeding to higher course >

® MEXT scholarship students will most likely not be able to extend the scholarship period when
proceeding to higher course. Save enough money in advance to cover all your expenses.
® If you were a scholar of either MEXT or government of your home country in the previous year,

you cannot request the admission fee exemption when proceeding to master’s course. Although
you can apply for tuition fee exemption, the chance to be approved is low. See page 12
“5.Tuition Exemption” for details.
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3. LEGAL PROCEDURES TO STAY IN JAPAN
1. At the City Office
(1) Resident Registration

People from abroad who intend to stay in Japan for 90 days or longer must register their residency at the
city office within 14 days after deciding a place to live.
Every time you change your address, you must notify your new address to Nagaoka city office within 14
days from moving to have the new address officially stated at the back of your Residence card.
1) Registration Procedures
Please go to the city office of the area you live in. For the registration, bring your passport. And

also your Residence card, if you already own one.

If any change is made to your address, resident status, period of stay, you must notify the city
office within 14 days.

2) Certificate of Residence, Jumin-hyo

When your child(ren) enters a school, etc., Certificate of Residence, Jumin-hyo, is required.
You will need to show your Residence card and pay 300 yen to the city office as a process fee. It
will not state your visa status, period of stay, or your nationality unless you specifically request.
Please inform the city officer which information you need to be on Jumin-hyo before it is issued.

(2) Individual Number (The Social Security and Tax Number System)
After resident registration at the city office, a 12-digit Individual Number called “My Number” will be issued
and sent to every international student who are going to stay in Japan for 3months or longer.
After you receive the notification slip of your number:
+ Store it in a safe place, do not throw it away or lose it.
+ Do not show, tell, or lend the number to others.
* Inform the number to your part-time employer if requested. When you work as a TA or RA, you need to
submit Certificate of Residence with your Individual Number or Copy of Individual Number Card.
* The number will serve you for your lifetime. Please keep it in a safe place.
4 What is an Individual Number Card (My Number Card)?
A My Number Card is a card with an ID photograph in which My Number (the Individual
Number) is described.
It can be used not only as an identification document for personal verification but also as a health
insurance card.

(3) National Health Insurance

Japan takes in health-insurance system that covers all of its citizens. For international students and their family
members whose period of stay in Japan is 3 months or longer, they must join this insurance. You can apply at
the city office. The payment will start from the day you register your residence, and will be incurred even if you
join at the end of month. When you plan to return to your home country or you have found a job in Japan, you
need to withdraw from this insurance. In those cases, please go to the city office with your Health Insurance
Card to complete the procedure.
1) Insurance Premium

The amount of National Health Insurance premium is determined every year based on where you live, the
number of your family members, household income, etc. For non-Japanese residents in their first year in Japan,
the minimum level of insurance fee is billed as they have had no income in Japan.

You will receive a letter from the city office in June every year, asking to confirm your income of
the previous year. Do not miss to respond to it within the designated period. Otherwise, your premium
may be raised. You will not receive the bills for April to June because the amount is decided in July.
Premium for 1 year, which is from April to next March, will be requested to be paid in 9 bills starting
from July to next March. For a single student without income, the premium is around 18,000 yen per
year.
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2) Health Insurance Card (Eligibility Confirmation Card)

After joining the insurance, you will receive an Eligibility Confirmation Card. You must present it at the
reception of medical institution every time you receive a treatment.

A My Number Card can also be used as a health insurance card, but prior registration is required.

With your Eligibility Confirmation Card or My Number Card, you are only required to pay 30% of your
medical expense for treatment you received at a medical institution. *For children, the city additionally covers
a part of the medical expenses. Please apply for a Children’s Medical Care Certificate at the city office.

(4) National Pension System
All registered residents in Japan between 20 and 59 of age must join the Pension System.

1) Special Payment System for Students

Students are required to join the National Pension.

Regular students can apply for the Special Postponement for Student. Your Student ID Card or
certificate of enrollment is required for the application.

Non-regular students (staying longer than 3 months) can apply for an exemption.

Both systems above require an annual update. An application for the update will be sent to you in
February every year. Make sure to reply by the end of March to confirm your studentship for the
next academic year. For those who newly enter Japan, the day of your entry which is checked at the
resident registration will be the day you join the national pension.

Even if you are not required to pay, you will receive the blue pension booklet by post mail 1.5-2
months after joining. Please keep the booklet in a safe place.

The exemption procedure may take two to three months. In the meantime, you may receive a
payment notice, but you do not have to pay it before you receive the final decision.

2) Reimbursement before Returning Home Country

Those who have paid your pension insurance premium for at least 6 months, before leaving Japan,
you may request for reimbursement of your accumulated payments. Application forms are available
at the Nagaoka Pension Office.
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2. Visa Procedures
(1) Certificate of Eligibility (CoE)
Certificate of Eligibility (CoE) is one of the required documents to submit to Japanese embassy/consulate
when applying for a student visa
NUT acts as a legal representative for the incoming students to apply for your CoE to the regional Immigration
Services Agency in Niigata. It takes about 2 months for the CoE to be issued. Once NUT receives the CoE, it
will be forwarded to you via email. By presenting this email, you can now apply for a visa and landing permission.

[NOTES]

*The CoE is valid for 3 months from the date of issue. You must enter Japan within that period.

*You must present the CoE (email) to an immigration officer upon your arrival at the airport in Japan. Make
sure to have it with you.

*Students with Japanese government (Monbukagakusho) scholarship do not need the CoE.

(2) Student Visa
You must obtain a student visa yourself at Japanese embassy/consulate in your country before coming to
Japan. You must apply after receiving your CoE (email) from NUT. Required documents for the application and
required days for the approval differ in each country. Please ask at your closest Japanese embassy/consulate.
Your visa will be pasted on your passport.

(3) Obtaining a Residence Card

The Immigration Services Agency issues residence card to all foreign nationals who are arriving legally in
Japan with a permission to stay for 3 months or longer.

Only 7 airports (NARITA, HANEDA and 5 others; NIIGATA is not included) issue a residence card upon
your arrival. If you enter Japan through other airport, you will receive a stamp in your passport beside the
Landing Permission Sticker, stating “1E¥4 %7 — N1 H 28 {4 (Resident Card will be issued at a later date)”.
After you are settled in your new residence in Japan, report and register your address at the city office within 14
days of your arrival. Your residence card will be issued by the Immigration Services Agency and sent to your
new address in about 10 days by post mail.

For those who has a Kanji name may apply to add it to your residence card in addition to the English name
at a later date.

Always carry your residence card with you.

You must present your residence card to an immigration inspector, police officer, or other official upon their
requests. If you refuse to comply with their demand, you may be charged of a fine up to 200,000 yen or may
face a maximum of 1-year imprisonment.

€ Re-issuing a Residence Card

If you happen to lose your card, you must request to re-issue it at the Immigration Office within 14 days from
the day you noticed the loss. First, call a police station and report the loss of your residence card and receive a
receipt number of the police report. You must inform that receipt number to the Immigration Services Agency
and request for a new card to be issued.
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(4) Extension of Period of Stay

You must apply for extension before the expiry date of your period of stay. As applications are accepted 3

months prior to your expiry date, we recommend you to apply for it at your earliest convenience. Staying in

Japan beyond your authorized period is subject to punishment and/or deportation under the Immigration Control

Act. Int’l Student Affairs can submit certain types of application to the Immigration Services Agency on your

behalf.

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(5) Notification of the Accepting Organization
International students who are permitted to stay in Japan for longer than three months are required
to notify the Immigration Services Agency (ISA) within 14 days if their accepting organization has

changed due to enrollment, graduation, or other reasons.

1. When you enroll in or transfer to Nagaoka University of Technology (NUT) from a high school
or another university in Japan, you are required to submit the [Notifications of Accepting
Organization (Left) & (Transfer)] to the ISA within 14 days.

2. When you graduate, complete your studies, or withdraw from NUT, you are required to submit
the [Notification of Accepting Organization (Left)] to the ISA within 14 days.
If you plan to return to your home country right after graduation, you do not have to submit

this form.

For first-time users, it is necessary to register your user information.

When entering information, please pay attention to input restrictions such as full-width and half-

width characters.

®Failure to submit a notification regarding your affiliated organization or submitting false
information may result in penalties. It may also negatively affect future residence-related
applications, so please make sure to complete the notification process without fail.
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(6) Part-Time Work Permit
International students who wish to work part-time to supplement living expenses and school fees must apply
for part-time work permit. Working without this permit is subject to punishment and/or deportation from

Japan.
If you are planning to participate in cultural communication events in local schools/organizations in

the future, we recommend you to apply for the permit, which will be necessary for you to receive reward
from schools/organizations.

Starting from April 2025, the Section of International Student Affairs will only apply for your part-
time work permit on your behalf when it is submitted together with your visa extension application. If
you are applying for this permit for the first time, you are required to visit the Immigration Services
Agency in person (located at Niigata Airport). If you urgently need this permit but are unable to visit
the ISA in person due to certain circumstances, please consult with the Section of Int’l Student Affairs.

@ Only those who are entering Japan for the first time and permitted to stay for longer than 3 months
under the visa status of "Student" are eligible to apply for a Part-Time Work Permit at the airport upon

arrival. International students who are newly arriving in Japan and are interested in part-time work or

participating in international exchange events are strongly encouraged to apply for this Part-Time Work
Permit at the time of entry into Japan.

® Career Counseling (ext. 9251/9252) has part-time job information for students.

® This permit is not required to work as a TA or RA at NUT.

® Family members under a dependent visa may work part-time by obtaining this permit as well. The
maximum hours allowed for them is 28 hours a week, even during the long holiday period of the
university. Please note that Dependent visa and Student visa have different working hours. Int’1
Student Affairs is not entitled to represent student’s family member; please do the whole
application process by yourself.

Students who attend the university’s internship program and receive payment from the company
need a special permit. *Please refer to (7).
(7) Permission to engage in an activity other than those permitted by the

status of residence previously granted (for Internship)
Students who receive remuneration from the company need a special permit.

This special permit is different from the Part-Time Work Permit required for doing part-time job.

® This special permit is not required if you receive no payment (daily allowance) excepting travel
expenses and meals.

® Please consult with Int'l Student Affairs in advance since application for the permit takes long time.

Students who participate in internship need to submit Internship Participation Notification.

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(8) Change of Visa Status

If you are to be employed in Japan after graduating from NUT, you must apply for change of status of
residence at the Immigration Services Agency in person. Keep in mind that not all the applications of change
of status are approved.

Continuing to stay in Japan without changing your visa status is subject to punishment and/or deportation
under the Immigration Control Act.

ends. Non-regular students cannot apply for this visa. A recommendation letter from NUT is required when

8) Bankbook You may be asked to present it at the Immigration Services Agency.

(10) Temporary Leave and Re-entry
If you leave Japan and re-enter Japan within a year with a valid passport and a residence card, you will not
need to obtain a re-entry permit from the Immigration Services Agency. Instead, you simply need to put
a check mark on the column of “I am leaving Japan temporarily and will return” on the Embarkation and
Disembarkation Card and present your residence card to the immigration inspector at the airport.
[Attention] You will lose your resident status and have to re-issue your student visa if you fail
to re-enter Japan before your period of stay expires. Also, if you plan to re-enter Japan more than
1 year after you leave Japan, you must apply for re-entry permit at the Immigration Services
Agency before your departure.

€ Notification of Overseas Travel

All students who will be traveling abroad, including personal trips, must inform their supervisor
of the destination and duration of their trip and register your "Overseas Travel Notification" on
LiveCampus in advance.

This is in preparation for emergency communication with you during your trip.
In the event of a disaster, terrorist attack, infectious disease outbreak, or other emergency, we will
be able to quickly confirm your safety.

(11) After Your Enrollment at NUT Has Ended

Once your enrollment at NUT has ended, you are required to either leave Japan or promptly change
your visa status from "Student" to an appropriate one, even if your current visa still has a remaining
validity period. This is because you are no longer engaged in activities as an international student.

You must notify the Immigration Services Agency (ISA) within 14 days of the end of your
enrollment at NUT. (Refer to (5) Notification of the Accepting Organization.) Please ensure that you
do not remain in Japan under the "Student" visa status, as NUT will also report the termination of your
enrollment to the ISA.
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4. HOUSING

1. University Dormitories
There are five on-campus dormitories available for international students in NUT: International House,

International Student House, 30™ Anniversary Student House, Student Dormitory, and LinkTeCH.
*LinkTeCH House is located on campus; however, a management company, Hirose-no-Chintai, runs
LinkTeCH House.

Each dormitory has public facilities: a lounge, a meeting room, etc. Reservation must be made to
use these facilities. Please ask at the Student Support, Student Affairs for more details.

4 Dormitory Application
Applications start in December for the next April move-in, and in May for September move-in.

€ Internet
- For International House, International Student House, 30" Anniversary Student
House, and Student Dormitory:
All dormitory rooms have a free internet connection. To use the internet, inform your PC’s
MAC address (Physical address) to the Student Support, Student Affairs. Using a wireless LAN
is not permitted. Please prepare a LAN cable by yourself. You can only register one MAC

address per house unit.

* The University network can be accessed 24 hours a day, but only for research purposes.

For other networks, it is available only for 6:00-25:00.

You may choose to use an unlimited service at your own expense of 2,750yen/month with a
provider designated by NUT, called ASTEC. Application form is available at the Student
Support, Student Affairs.

- For LinkTeCH House:

Each unit has Wi-Fi in a living/dining/kitchen area. A LAN connection is also available in each

bedroom.

€ Notification of Moving Out
- For on-campus dormitories:
Please submit a “Vacate Notice” to the Section of Student Support and book your moving
out date in the online system.
- For LinkTeCH Hous:
Please notify the management company of your move-out date in advance at least 1 month (for
those who moved in after 2024 Sep.) or 3 months in advance (for those who moved in before 2024
Aug.) Additionally, kindly schedule an appointment for the final inspection.

€ No smoking
NUT, including the dormitories, is a completely smoke-free campus. If it is discovered that you
have been smoking in your dormitory room, you will be charged an additional cleaning fee and
asked to leave the dormitory. Also, if your room smells of cigarettes at the time of the move-out
inspection, restoration costs will be charged.

4 Dormitory Name and Room Number (for mail, parcels, etc.)
When you need to write or input your address for a mobile phone contract, postal mail, or courier
service, be sure to include not only the university name but also the dormitory name and room number.
Please note that NUT will not accept any mail or parcels without the dormitory name and room

number clearly indicated.

*Plan well before you sign the contract. The contract requires you to live in the apartment until the end of
academic year, which is in March as a general rule. If you breach your contract and move somewhere else
before the contract ends, you must pay a penalty of 2-month worth rent at least.

* Students planning to rent a parking lot for an apartment from the SHINSAI Room & Lodging Union
need to purchase a voluntary insurance for unlimited bodily and property damages for NUT to be your
co-guarantor.

€ Lottery for reservation of Gesyuku Kashima Kumiai
In mid-September Shinsai Gesyuku Kashima Kumiai offers to the existing students an opportunity to join the
lottery for reservation for apartments which accept new residents in April of the subsequent academic year.
Details of apartments are announced by a notice, and website of Shinsai Gesyuku Kashima Kumiai.

(2) Tips for Moving-In to An Apartment

® Rental Contract Almost all explanations of the room, the contract, and related documents are written
in Japanese. We recommend you to have a fluent Japanese speaker with you when you start looking for a
room.

® Before Move-in Check the room with your landlord/real estate agent. Take photos of damages or stains
and all rooms while they are still empty and report it to the landlord/real estate agent and Int’l Student
Affairs. This may prevent you from paying extra for repairs when you move out.

® Rent Rent varies according to the size, built year, and equipped facilities of the room. About 30,000 to
50,000 yen is charged for the rooms around NUT area. Apartments in Japan are not furnished, so you must
get whatever is needed for yourself.

® Damage deposit, shiki-kin & commission to real estate broker, chukai-tesuryo
These are charged as well as one month's rent in advance when you sign the contract. Shiki-kin will be
used to pay the cleaning expenses for when you move out. When shiki-kin was more than what actually
costed, the remaining amount will be refunded to you; but if it was not enough to cover all expense to
restore the room, you will need to pay the exceeding amount additionally.

® Monthly Payment In general, you will pay the rent for the next month at the end of the month.
This may be done by automatic transfer of your bank. In addition to the public utility charges, common

property maintenance fee, Kyoeki-hi, and neighborhood association fee, Chonaikai-hi, may be added to
your monthly expenses.

® Roommate Ifyou wish to live with your friend or bring your family to stay with, you need an approval
from your landlord. Make sure to inform and consult with the landlord beforehand.

® Guarantor A rental contract usually requires a guarantor in case of property damages and overdue
payment. Please ask an eligible person in Japan to become your guarantor. When you are unable to find
one, please inform Int’l Student Affairs. NUT has “Guarantor Program for International
Students”. Please read page 40 for details.
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3. Institutional Guarantee System

International students at Nagaoka University of Technology can rent private apartments with the help of the
NUT Guarantor Program for International Students. In this program, the Manager of Student Affairs acts as the
guarantor for the student.

This program is designed to make it easier for international students to find a guarantor. To use this service,
the student must enroll in the "Comprehensive Renter’s Insurance for International Students" provided by the
Japan Educational Exchanges and Services Foundation.

* The same procedure is applied for renewal of the contract. The procedure is as follows.

4 Conditions for using the NUT Guarantor Program for apartment contract

1) You must be a student of NUT and must have a resident status (visa) of “Student”.

2) NOT have any relatives or acquaintances in Japan who can become as a guarantor.

3) Need to consent for NUT Guarantor Program

4) Must buy the Comprehensive Insurance for International Students by JEES while using this
system.

5) If sharing a room, all room-sharing partners must be international students from NUT or their
family.

6) Agree not to keep any pets while enrolled at NUT.

7) Do not fall behind on rent.

4 Comprehensive Insurance system for International Students by JEES
This system helps international students to conclude an apartment agreement. It comprises comprehensive

insurance (lessee liability and personal liability insurance) and guarantor indemnity funds.
The premium is 4,000 yen for 1 year and 8,000 yen for 2 years.
Important) For damage caused to rooms, the coverage will be limited to cases where the damage is due to fire,
explosion, rupture and/or water leakage.

<Steps for renting an apartment>
1) The international student finds an apartment on their own and selects their desired property.
NUT can act as a guarantor under this program for apartments introduced by the real estate
agencies listed on page 84.

4) Once the insurance payment has been confirmed, the insurance holder's certificate will be issued.
5) NUT will sing on your apartment contract and agreement.
Please keep the apartment contract, the agreement, and the insurance holder's certificate in a
safe place and submit one copy to your landlord, real estate agent, etc.
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€ Notes

1) This guarantor program is for NUT students only. If you graduate or are expelled from NUT, we
inform your landlord of the termination of the guarantor program. If you wish to continue living
in the same apartment after your status of residence changes, you must find a new guarantor.

2) If you wish to cancel the program, you may request a refund depending on the remaining period.

3) Not applicable to those who share a room with non-NUT international students.

4) Before moving in, you will need to take photos of all the rooms in your apartment (incl. the kitchen, bathroom
and toilet) especially any stains or scratches and email them to the Int’l Student Affairs.

4. Public Housing run by Nagaoka city
Nagaoka city provides a low-rent housing for residents whose income is below average. Those in need of
housing can contact the housing consulting office: 0258-39-2229 at the city office.

® When you are moving in, you are responsible for the expense of setting up the utilities i.e. water
heater, and you need to pay for the removal fee when you are moving out also.

® Public housing tends to require a much higher charge for restoring to its original state when moving
out. Before you move in, we recommend you to take pictures of every room and notable damages at
empty condition. You can refer to those pictures at the move-out checkup.

® You are required to notify the person in charge well in advance before moving out so that you

can discuss the restoration of the rooms with the person in charge in beforehand.

5. Public Utility Charges

Public utility charges include electricity, gas, water and sewage.

Automatic withdrawal is recommended. Otherwise, payment slips will be sent to you by post every month
(every 2 months for water), and you have to go to a bank or convenience store to make payment. Please go visit
your bank to complete a process to start the automatic withdrawal. Please inform each utility company every
time you move-in or move-out. Also, make sure to complete all the payments of the charges before you move

out.

When you make an inquiry, be ready to present your customer number stated on the bill/receipt.

*NUT Dormitory residents do not need to make a contract with these companies.

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5. SPECIAL ATTENTION LIVING IN JAPAN
1. Respect the strict rules: Dormitory or apartment room
In apartments and university dormitories, it is essential to always follow the rules. Since the humidity is quite
high in Nagaoka-city, make sure to ventilate your room regularly and keep it clean. Additionally, it is strictly
prohibited to wear shoes indoors in residences in Japan. If you are found to have worn shoes inside your room,
you may be required to pay a high repair fee upon moving out. Do not pass your room key to someone whose
name is not stated in your room-rent contract. Can not freely let someone stay overnight in your apartment or
dorm room.
If someone (your parents, etc.) needs to stay in your place for more than few days, please notify the real estate
agent.

2. Trash Disposal and Recycling
In Nagaoka, days and places of garbage collection are set by each district. You must separate the trash and
recycling items into categories before disposal. Garbage disposed on a wrong date and manner will not be
collected, and that may cause troubles in neighborhood.

You can also get a garbage disposal booklet issued by the city at the Student Support, Student Affairs.

® Use designated prepaid plastic bags: food scraps, burnable trash and non-burnable trash must be
separately put in the designated prepaid bags.

® Re-usable resource: plastic containers and wrapping materials, glass bottles, cans, PET plastic bottles
must be separately put in a transparent or translucent plastic bag to be recycled. Used clothes, blankets,
towels, sheets, etc. are collected to be reused except for January to March.

® Large-sized trash: for Futon mattress, bed, bicycle, furniture, etc., call the city office (TEL 0258-25-
0053) to schedule a collection date and check how much the disposal cost (200 to 1,000 yen) is, then
purchase a city’s handling ticket to the cost amount. On the scheduled collection date, paste the ticket to
the item and leave it in front of your house.

® Four household electrical appliances: air-conditioner, washing machine/dryer, TV, and fridge/freezer
cannot be collected by the city office, so you must call one of the city’s authorized collectors (Hanazono-
service is the nearest to NUT: 0258-29-1122) to schedule for collection. PC, vehicle-related wastes such
as tires, hub, and battery oil should be disposed the same way. Do not leave them behind.

® Cooking oil: do not drain cooking oil as it could clog the sink. Used cooking oil should be absorbed
with paper or solidified with a coagulant, and then put out as burnable trash. Alternatively, you may put
it in a plastic bottle and bring it to designated recycling center, which is to be reused as diesel fuel.

*You can purchase the garbage bags and handling tickets at the campus store, Baiten, and at most

shops in the city.

€ Collection site in the University is for DOMITORY RESIDENTS ONLY; others are

PROHIBITED to leave any trash there. A security camera is always monitoring this site.

It is illegal to throw away garbage in other place than assigned collection site. In the past, an
alumnus was charged of illegal abandonment and fined over 200,000yen. In addition, you can't take
large-sized garbage without permission even if they were placed outside to be collected.

€ If you do not know how to throw away the garbage, ask for info to Gakusei-shien-ka, Owner,

real estate agent, or City Office.

You will get into BIG trouble with neighbors and owner IF you leave a trash without following the

rules.
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3. Manners for living in Japan
Recently, there has been an increase in complaints from residents of apartments to the university,
particularly regarding noise and parking issues. Once a problem arises with a neighbor within an
apartment, it takes a great deal of time and effort to resolve. Let's make an effort to communicate
with your neighbors, such as greeting them when you see them, to ensure a comfortable living
environment for everyone.
To have a pleasant relationship with your neighbors, please follow the following basic rules and
manners:
® Noise: noise is one of the reason results in troubles with neighbors. Avoid shouting, playing loud music,
or talking loud at night even when you gather with your friends. Please refrain from talking loudly in
public spaces such as in a bus or train.
® Odor: DO NOT leave trash in the hall and/or at the balcony of your complex. You might not care about
the odor, but your neighbors might.
® Parking: you must have a parking contract with the management company to park your vehicles.
Without a parking permit, you are not allowed to park your car. Be aware not to block someone else’s
parking space, driveways, or sidewalks.
® Fire safety: outdoor activities which involve fire such as barbecue are prohibited except for designated
area with approval. Be extra careful with a source of fire at home at all time.
® Room Share: staying at your friend's dormitory or sharing a room with friend(s) without an approval
from the landlord/NUT is violation of regulations. You may be required to move-out.
*If you have any questions related to housing, please contact Int’l Student Affairs.

4. Say NO to Drugs!

Drug (hemp, heroin, cocaine, stimulant or MDA, etc.) possession is illegal in Japan.

5. Religious Solicitation
Some cult religious organizations are recruiting new members on/around the NUT Campus area. They seem
friendly but do not give them your contact information. If you are recruited by them or see someone being
recruited, please inform the Student Affairs office.

6. DAILY LIFE
1. Climate
Nagaoka city has distinctive change of four seasons. The weather is comfortable in spring and autumn. In
summer, it gets quite hot and humid. In winter, it snows a lot.

2. Transportation
(1) Railway

JR (Japan Railway) East operates train lines in Nagaoka area. Express tickets and reservation tickets are sold
1 month prior to the traveling date.

JR offers 20% discount for regular students when traveling over 100 km one way, by presenting a student
discount certificate, Gaku-wari-sho, issued by NUT. You may issue one yourself using the certificate issuing
machine located near the Academic Affairs or at the entrance of the library. This discount certificate is valid
three months from the date of issue. However, this discount is limited to Regular Students only.

Never misuse the certificates. If you wrongly use the certificate, not only you will be punished but also the

university may be prohibited from issuing discount certificates to the students.
*Inquiries can be made in English: JR East Infoline 050-2016-1603 (10:00-18:00 *Not available
during the year-end and new year)
(2) Bus
Bus lines are operated by Echigo Kotsu Company Ltd. in Nagaoka. Gidai-Mae line and Nagaoka New-town
line run about twice every hour from Nagaoka station to ‘Gidai-Mae stop’, which is in front of NUT. The ride
is about 30 mins. You can also get off at ‘Tomioka stop’ of Oguni line and Oyazawa line, although you may have
to walk about 10 minutes from the stop to the university. Two kinds of discount passes are available: Regular
Students are eligible for a student pass, Gaku-wari, others are eligible for a commuter pass, Tsukin-wari. Coupon
tickets, Kaisu-ken, may be cheaper than the commuter pass; depending on the frequency you ride a bus.
In addition, there are express buses from Nagaoka Station to Niigata, Tokyo, Kyoto and Osaka.
* Please refrain from talking loudly in the train or bus.

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3. Bicycle
When you buy a bicycle or are given one from your friend, you must complete an Ownership and Security
Registration. Be sure to lock and chain your bicycle at all times.
Even if there is a bicycle on campus or store which seems abandoned, do NOT use it. You will be suspected
of stealing and may be subjected to punishment.
4 Ownership and Security Registration
Complete the Ownership and Security Registration at a bicycle retailer, DIY store, etc. where you bought
your bicycle. Necessary items: the bicycle itself, fee (600 yen), the receipt or warranty slip and Residence
Card or other IDs that proves your current address.
*Take a photo or save your registration number. You will need to present your registration number when your
bicycle is stolen.
4 Change of Ownership and Security Registration
When your friend, senior students or others, gives or sells you a bicycle, you must newly register it under
your name. The previous owner’s name must be deleted before you start riding it to prevent you from being
suspected for a theft. Necessary items (additional to what are needed in above registration): a document that
shows in fact you are the new owner (e.g. letter of property transfer, previous ownership’s registration record,
or even printed data of e-mails exchanged with the previous owner).
4 Bicycle Parking Area on Campus
It is not necessary for students to register a bicycle to park on campus. However, students are only
permitted to park a bicycle with ownership and security registration (Bohan-toroku) on campus.
€ Bicycle Liability Insurance
Enrollment in a bicycle liability insurance is mandatory in Niigata Prefecture since October 2022. There have
been cases of bicycle accidents in which the perpetrator has been required to pay nearly 100 million yen in

damages. Bicycle riders are advised to purchase one of the following types of liability insurance in case of an
accident.

€ Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with "Gakkensai"

Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with "Gakkensai" (Inbound futai-gakuso) is
optional for international students who are enrolled in "Gakkensai", which covers accidents during
private activities. Especially, those who ride a bicycle are strongly recommended to purchase this
insurance. Insurance applications are available in English.

English support is available in the event of accident.

4 Wearing a helmet

From April 2023, people who ride bicycles must wear helmets. It is very important to protect your

head by wearing a helmet to reduce the damage caused by bicycle accidents.
4 Do notride a bicycle in winter!

In Nagaoka, it snows every year from December to around March. When it snows, the roads become
very slippery and the width of the car lanes narrows, making it extremely dangerous to ride a bicycle
on snowy roads. Please do not ride a bicycle in winter.

€4 Disposal of a Bicycle

Nagaoka City collects bicycles that are no longer used. Call 0258-25-0053 and reserve a date for a collection
truck to come to your house. You will be told how much it would cost for the disposal. It is usually about 200
yen. Make sure to purchase a Large-sized Trash Handling Ticket which worth the amount told, then leave the
bicycle at your front door with the ticket pasted on it. See page 46 for details.
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4. A Driver’s License of a Car or Motorbike
Traffic accidents and rule violations by NUT students are drastically increasing in the recent years. A traffic

If you drive a vehicle in Japan,
you must learn Japanese traffic rules and regulations. Please read the following thoroughly and drive safely.

(2) Car Insurance
There are two types of car insurances.
€ Liability Insurance
+ Compulsory insurance
+ Primarily to protect third parties from injury by any vehicle in an accident
+ Required to be renewed at the timing of a compulsory automobile inspection every 2 years
Not applicable for the following cases:
+ Any repair or replacement for damage to the car itself (third parties and driver’s own car)
* Driver’s own injuries
+ Exceeding the payment limit of the liability insurance even for personal injury accidents

4 Voluntary Insurance
Make sure to purchase a voluntary insurance since a liability insurance alone is NOT enough to
cover your accident.
+ The amount of coverage should be unlimited for bodily injury and property damage.
Purchasing a voluntary insurance is required to register your car at NUT.

+ Make sure to renew the voluntary insurance annually!
» Bodily Injury Accidents

+ Covers the parts where compulsory insurance only is not enough
» Property Damage

+ Compensatory damages

* Driver’s own injuries

+ Damages to the car itself

< Ifyouare involved in a car accident, please immediately report to the Student Affairs, Student
Affairs.
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(3) Owning a Car or Motorbike

A Garage Space Certificate, Shako-Shomei, is required when owning a car. For dormitory residents, you
can get it from the Student Support, Student Affairs.

You must notify the officials a change of vehicle ownership, Meigi-Henko. It is necessary to register the
new owner’s name. When you are no longer in need of a vehicle, declaration of disuse of a vehicle, Haisha-
Tetsuzuki, is required. Otherwise, you will have to pay for the car tax in the following years. *You must also
inform your insurance company to cancel your insurance. You may receive a refund of unearned premium.
And please inform Int’l Student Affairs when you get your own car as soon as possible.

€ Compulsory Automobile Inspection, Shaken
Any car or motorbike over 250 cc is required to have a Compulsory Automobile Inspection, Shaken,
every 2 years by law. For a new vehicle, Shaken is not needed for the first 3 years. It is a violation
of the law to drive a car or motorbike without a Shaken certificate.

4 Change of Ownership
When you purchase a car or transfer the ownership, you need to use your officially registered seal,
Jitsuin. For details of seal registration, ask the Citizen's Affairs Division, Shiminka, at the Nagaoka
City Office.

(4) Parking Permit on Campus

All the international students who own a car need to register your car.

Parking on the university campus requires parking registration.

Note) Residents of the student dormitories are not allowed to commute by car. Parking registration is
required to use the parking lot (in front of the student dormitories) in the campus.

To register your vehicle, please read the QR code at the right and click BFEH&EHFE (FHNEH
Hl~X—7~~) . Available in Japanese only. Afterwards, place the permit on the dashboard when you
park your car on campus. To register your motorbike, please go to the Student Affairs. For a motorbike,
paste the parking permit on the fuel tank.

(5) Other precautions
¢ Motorbikes
For scooters and other motorbikes 250 cc or less, there is no mandatory vehicle inspection, so
please remember to renew your compulsory insurance. Riding a motorbike with expired compulsory
insurance is a violation of the law.

€ |lllegal Parking and Abandoned Vehicles
When you are no longer in need of your car or motorbike, you are responsible for discarding your vehicle
with proper legal procedures. If you leave your vehicle anywhere on campus without permission, you will be
heavily penalized by NUT. In addition, all the cost for the disposal will be charged to the driver or the owner of
the vehicle.

€ Driving in Winter
In Nagaoka, a snowing season usually starts from the beginning of December until March. Since it is very
dangerous and a violation of the law to drive on snowy and icy roads with regular tires, please make sure to
change your tires to studless snow tires before it starts snowing.
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5. Bank
Most banks in Japan are open from 9:00 to 15:00 weekdays nationwide. ATM service is available
during/after office hours. You may be charged an extra handling fee for the ATM service depending
on the time of use. If you use an ATM of other banks which you don’t have an account with, you may
also be charged an extra handling fee.

¢ Opening an Account
You can open a bank account either at the bank counter or online. Please note that if you open an account
online, a passbook will not be issued.
Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship students must have a Japan Post Bank account to receive a
monthly grant.
Please note that students with a temporary visa for 90 days cannot open a bank account in Japan.
What you need to open a bank account:
* Your passport

* Your residence card (showing your most recent address)

* Your Student ID Card

[When you open a bank account at the bank counter]

* Your personal seal ‘inkan’ (Some banks accept signature; however, it is recommended to have your own
seal.) *JA Bank accepts a seal only. Japan Post Bank requires Chinese students to have a seal.

* Post Bank (at the bank counter): Please create and print the application forms from the website in
advance, and bring them to the counter of Japan Post Bank.

Points to consider when opening a bank account

€ “Non-Resident” (Japan Post Bank)

At Japan Post Bank, international students who have been in Japan for less than six months are
considered non-residents and a 'mon-resident' stamp will be stamped on the facing page of your
bankbook. During the period of “non-resident”, you have to pay the same fees as for overseas
remittances when transferring directly from their own account to another bank account. In addition,
you cannot transfer money directly from your own account to another bank account at a Japan Post
Bank ATM.

The following methods can be used to avoid your bank transfer to be treated as “International
Remittance” while the mark “Non-Resident” is stamped.

-Complete procedures for automatic bank account withdrawal

-Pay in cash

When 6 months have passed since your entry into Japan, please make sure to go to the Japan
Post Bank to have the stamp of “Non-Resident” deleted.

4 Other points to note
* When opening a bank account, the various checks (such as your name) by the bank may take time, and
you may not be able to open an account on the day of reception. In such cases, your passbook may be mailed to
your home at a later date.
+ If you have renewed your Residence Card, make sure to bring your new Card to the bank immediately,
otherwise some transactions (withdrawing cash from the ATM, etc.) may be temporarily restricted.
+ If you return to your home country or leave Japan, make sure to close your bank account.

+ Never transfer or sell your account, passbook or cash card to others for the purpose of having

them use it. It is illegal.
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6. Hospitals and Clinics in Nagaoka City

Minor injuries may be treated at Health Care Center on campus. (Please refer to the Student Life
Guidebook.) If your sickness or injury is more than minor one, you need to go to the hospital or
clinic. When choosing a hospital/clinic in Nagaoka, we recommend you to consult with Health Care
Center. Most Japanese hospitals/clinics, other than dental clinics, do not require a prior appointment.
Do not forget to take your My Number Card with Health Insurance function (or Eligibility
Confirmation Card) with you when you go see a doctor. Most Japanese doctors can speak English to
some extent, but not for nurses and receptionists. It might be a good idea to take someone who can
interpret for you, if possible. Hospitals and Clinics near NUT are listed on page 82.

7. Post Office
Post offices are open from 9:00 to 17:00 on weekdays to handle letters and parcels. Main offices such as
Nagaoka Post Office near Nagaoka station may open on weekends and in late hours.
Please check all the letters sent to your mailbox to prevent from missing important information. If you have
hard time understanding those letters, ask your friends, tutor or Int’l Student Affairs for help.

€4 Address Notification/Confirmation
A delivery to you may not be made if you don’t register your address. If you live in Japan for the first time
or move to a different address within Japan, please visit Post Office to inform your new address. You can do this
procedure by online application as well. It also acts as a request to forward any mail delivered to
your previous Japanese address to your new address for a year with free of charge.

€ Delivery Notice/Redelivery Request
When you are not home and unable to receive a parcel that needs to be handed in person, a post officer will
leave a delivery notice. If you do not inform Japan Post how you wish to receive or collect the undelivered
package within 7 days, it will automatically be returned to the sender.

8. Parcel Delivery Services, Takuhaibin
Besides the post office, there are many private courier companies that deliver parcels and documents.
The rates vary depending on the parcel size, weight, and destination. You can send parcels from the
Campus Store, Baiten, and from most convenience stores. In addition, courier services are useful for
transporting belongings when moving-in and out. See page 83 for their contact information.
<~ Delivery Notice/Redelivery Request When you are out and unable to receive a parcel that needs
to be handed in person, the postal officer will leave a delivery notice. If you miss to reschedule a delivery
date and time, the parcel will automatically be returned to the sender.

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9. Mobile Phone
Depending on the carriers, payment plan, and conditions, necessary documents, initial cost, and
monthly charges differ a lot. Please gather information and advises from other international students
and your lab mates in advance.
Bringing a credit card from your home country to Japan may give you a wider variety of plans and
allows you to open the account smoothly.

€ Purchasing a Mobile Phone or Smartphone

You may purchase a phone in installments if you have a credit card. If you don’t have one or your
study period is short, you may need to pay for your phone in one lump sum in cash. Online stores
and recycle stores in town may offer a mobile device at a lower cost.

€4 Long-term Contract
In many cases, mobile phone carriers in Japan require you to have at least “2 years of period of stay”. Please
research which carrier suits your situation and usage the best.

4 SIM Card Only

If you have a SIM-free phone, you need to purchase a SIM card only. Carrier stores, home electronics stores,
and many online stores sell SIM cards. Please be aware that a SIM card you purchase may not compatible with
your phone you use in your country, so please check it beforehand. In this case, you can save both initial cost
and monthly expense. But again, you will need to pay with your credit card most of the time.

€ Technical Standards Compliance Mark
To bring your own WiFi and/or Bluetooth device(s) into Japan, you must obtain technical regulations
conformity certification in Japan — thus, only devices carrying the technical standards compliance mark
are allowed to be used inside the country (Japan).

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7. PROCEDURES for LEAVING NUT

When you have completed your degree and graduate, you must finish several procedures before
leaving Nagaoka. Be sure to complete all of the following procedures to prevent troubles later on.
International students are expected to act as a bridge to promote mutual understanding and friendship
between Japan and your home country. You are, therefore, encouraged to express your cordial
appreciation to those who took care of you and supported you during your stay so as to promote
continuous friendship.

1. In the University
[Questionnaire upon Graduation] Inform Int’l Student Affairs of your e-mail address, new home
address, place of employment or name of higher school if proceeding with study. We wish to provide
you the latest information of NUT and alumni services/activities, and to establish a network with former
international students of NUT. The (Google) form can be accessed from the website of the Section of
Int’l Student Affairs.

We would appreciate
your cooperation as it will also be used for the Basic School Survey conducted by the Ministry of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology based on the Statistics Law.

This is essential for us to understand your employment situation, compile statistical data, and respond to
inquiries from the MEXT and the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare.

2. Outside the University

4 Moving Out of Apartment
[Inform the moving date] Notify your landlord or real estate agency, at least 1 month prior to the
check-out date. Otherwise, you may be imposed an additional month’s rent.
[Last Check-up] Empty the room, clean thoroughly, and have the last check-up by the owner/agency.
Depending on the last condition of the room, cleaning/repairing fees are charged. Try your best to restore
its original condition. If you have paid Shiki-kin up-front, and if less amount is needed for
cleaning/repairing, what is left afterward may be returned to you.
[Dispose Trash] Follow the Nagaoka city’s guideline when disposing furniture or belongings.
[Stop Utilities] Inform the Electricity, Gas and Water companies to stop the service. It can be done
online, but only in Japanese. Make the last payments in the manner as directed. You may be asked to be
present at the last meter-check to clear off the last payment in cash then.
[Cancel Internet] Make sure to cancel the contract.
[Housing Insurance by JEES] The insurance by JEES you bought will be cancelled. You may request
a refund of any unearned premium. Contact Int’l Student Affairs.

4 Moving Out of University Dormitory
[Inform the moving date] Notify the Student Support, Student Affairs at least 1 month prior to your
moving date. Make an appointment for the last check-up by Student Support, which can be conducted
only on weekdays.
*For LinkTeCH House residents: Inform Hirose-no-Chintai Company at least 1 (or 3) month prior to
your moving date. Make an appointment for the last check-up, and please also inform Int’l Student
Affairs of your moving date.
[Last Check-up] Empty the room, clean thoroughly, and get the check-up by Student Support. The
meters of electricity, gas, and water meters are read then. The utility charges, together with any
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[Last Check-up] Empty the room, clean thoroughly, and get the check-up by Student Support. The
meters of electricity, gas, and water meters are read then. The utility charges, together with any
outstanding bill must be paid in cash. Do not hesitate to report any damages and/or malfunctions for the
sake of the next resident.

[Trash] Follow Nagaoka city’s guideline when dispose furniture/belongings. Do not leave anything
behind.

¢ City Office
[Notify the Move-out] Whether you are staying in Japan or not, you must submit a Moving-out

Notification, Ten-shutsu-todoke, from the city office. You will need a Moving-out Certificate, Tenshutu-
shomei-syo, you will receive in exchange of Ten-shutu-todoke to make registration at the new city, in
case of leaving Nagaoka to another city in Japan.
You have to submit the Tenshutu-shomei-syo to the new city office within 14 days of moving in.
[Health Insurance] Notify the city office of your withdrawal from National Health Insurance and
return your National Health Insurance Card. Please pay for any unpaid premium then.
[My Number Card] If you leave Japan, please return your My Number Card to the City Hall.
[Change of Schools] If you have elementary or junior high school children, you have to notify the
Nagaoka city office of a school transfer. You should ask the current school and the new school what
documents you should gather in advance. “Certificate of Student Status” and “Academic Transcript” in
English may be available upon request to the current school. Please consult Schools Affairs at Nagaoka
city office for details.

4 Bank
[Close Account(s)] Close your bank account(s) and cancel a credit/ATM card. Also, make sure to complete all
payments BEFORE stopping the automatic transferring system connected your account.
If you have a scholarship transfer and any kind of automatic withdrawal, please inform Int’l Student Affairs of the
date that you plan to close your account.
In order to prevent your account from being misused, DO NOT give your account to someone else. Make sure to
cancel your credit card which is connected to your bank account as well. Or, re-connect a different bank
account to your credit card.

€ Post Office
[Mail Forwarding Service] Available only within Japan, free of charge. You can apply online in
Japanese. Mails will be delivered to your new address in Japan. If you plan to return to your home
country, it is recommended to forward the mail to your friends who will continue to stay in Japan.

€ Vehicles
[Transfer of Ownership] When you give someone your vehicle, you are responsible to transfer your
vehicle ownership to the new owner.
[Dispose a Vehicle] When you are no longer in need of a vehicle, Declaration of Disuse of a Vehicle, Haisha-
Tetsuzuki, is required. Otherwise, the owner will remain a subject to taxation in following years. Overpaid tax will
be refunded in monthly installment. Do NOT leave your unused car at NUT.
[Cancel Insurance(s)] When you cancel your insurance, Jibaiseki and Nini, you may request a
refund of the unearned premium.

4 Mobile phone Carrier
Make sure to cancel the contract and clear off the payment. Don’t forget to cancel the contract of your
SIM card as well.

4 Immigration Services Agency
[Inform ISA] If you intend to stay in Japan after your graduation, you must submit the following
notification to the Immigration Services Agency within 14 days after graduation. (Refer to page 26.)
[Return your Residence Card] Make sure to return your Residence Card to an immigration officer
at the airport on your departure.

Inform your supervisor of your leaving date and check what you need to do before leaving.

On-campus dormitory residents: submit a “Vacate Notice” to the Student Support, Student Affairs and
book your moving out date in the online system.

Apartment residents: notify landlord/real-estate agency of your moving out date at least 1 (or 3) month
prior to the checkout date and make an appointment for the last check-up.

Inform the electricity, gas, and water company to stop the service. Make the last payments in the manner
as instructed. On-campus dormitory residents do not have to do this.

Clean your room thoroughly.

Dispose furniture and belongings properly following the City’s guideline. DO NOT leave anything behind.
On the day of move-out: get the check-up by landlord/real-estate agency. If you paid guarantee deposit,
Shiki-kin, cleaning/repairing fee will be deducted from the Shiki-kin. You may get refund, if any.

If you bought the house insurance by JEES, you may request some refund of remaining premium.
Request at Int’l Student Affairs.

If you have roommate(s), ask your landlord/agency whether you need to transfer the contract person.

If your guarantor is NUT and wish to continue to live in the same apartment, must find a new guarantor.
Contact Int'| Student Affairs.

City Office

Inform the city office of your moving-out.

Withdraw from National Health Insurance and pay off the unpaid fee, if any.

Immigration Office

Submit “Notification of the Accepting Organization” to the Immigration office within 14 days after graduation.
You can do this by post or online.

*No Need to submit this form if you go back to your home country right after graduation or had a permission
to change your visa status within 14 days after graduation.

If you are employed in Japan, change your visa status.

Return your Residence card to an immigration officer at airport on your departure.

Vehicles

When giving/selling your bicycle to someone else: the new owner has to register for Theft Prevention.
Without completing the registration, he/she may be suspected of robbery.

When you give/sell someone your car or motorbike, you must transfer the ownership to new owner.

To dispose a vehicle: Declaration of Disuse of a Vehicle is required. If you have overpayment of Vehicle
Ownership Taxation, you may receive the tax refund.

Cancel both Liability Insurance and Voluntary Insurance. Request for a refund of unearned premium.

Other

Close your bank account. Make sure that there’s no transfer or automatic withdrawal scheduled.

Apply to mail forwarding service at the post office. Your mail will be forwarded to the new address in Japan
for up to 1 year.

Contact your mobile phone and Internet companies to cancel the contract and clear off the payment.

1. Natural Disasters
Japan has many natural disasters like earthquakes, typhoons, and torrential rain. When a disaster occurs, calm

down and ensure your security. Try not to act alone.
NUT uses ANPIC, Safety Information System, to confirm students’ safety in an emergency. When

a natural disaster such as an earthquake occurs, a safety confirmation e-mail is sent to the e-mail
addresses you registered beforehand. Do not forget to register your email address in advance.

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2. Traffic Accident
When you are involved in a traffic accident, follow the steps below. However, please keep in mind to follow
the traffic rules and drive safely to prevent any accident in the first place. You must purchase a voluntary
insurance, Nin-i-hoken, when you own a car so that the insurance covers any damages in a case of an accident.
If you have an accident, you may not only be penalized and imprisoned but also compensate for damage. Fee
for the hospital and pain-and-suffering for the victim must be paid by the offender.

1. Give a first-aid treatment and call an ambulance
If the victim is hurt or injured, call an ambulance (Dial 119) immediately and provide a first-
aid treatment.

2. Call the police
All accidents must be reported to the police (Dial 110) regardless of the scale of damage. DO
NOT settle the accident by yourself. The police need to conduct an on-site investigation to issue
an “Accident Certificate”, which you need to make a claim to insurance company, etc.

3. Exchange contact information
Ask for the other driver’s name, address, contact number, and insurance company information,
etc.

4. Find witnesses and gather information
If there are any witnesses such as pedestrians, drivers and passengers in other vehicles, ask their
testimony, and acquire their contact information if possible. Take photos of the accident site to
keep the record.

5. Contact your insurance company and see a doctor

6. Report to NUT

If your money or valuable are lost or stolen on campus, you must notify the Student Affairs office (0258-47-
9253) or the police off campus (0258-38-0110). For loss of credit cards or bankcards, notify the corresponding
agencies as well.
