entertain and address any and all questions relating to English usage and grammar on an ongoing and fluid
basis, through the collection of student questions at the end of each class and the selection of the most
popular questions for discussion and instruction in subsequent classes.

The
main means of assessment during this portion of the semester would be a series of debates, the rhetoric of
which would have been clarified for students during these first weeks. In the latter portion of the
semester, examples of scientific writing would provide the impetus for class discussions and would provide
a basis for students to author their own short articles, culminating in presentations that would be the
major means of assessment during that time.

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Mechanical Engineering—It is expected that collaboration between the two team—teaching instructors will
be organized more or less along the following lines: The Japanese native speaker will take the lead in
presenting and teaching factual information of importance in understanding the subject of mechanical
engineering. For his part, the English native speaker will seek out and present to students examples of
practical English—-language usage in this field. These might include, for example, articles concerned with
key topics and advertisements in which important terminology is given practical application. Students will
be provided, as well, with both advice from the instructor and opportunities to engage in self-guided
attempts to induce general rules of language usage in the field of mechanical engineering—e.g., the
appropriate use of particular verbs; the role of the passive voice in describing experiments; etcetera.
Finally, students will be encouraged to describe—both orally and in writing—the content of ongoing
research and experiences in the field. Every effort will be made to find a forum for students to post or
publish their writing, possibly in an on-line journal.
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Environmental Studies—It is expected that collaboration between the two team—teaching instructors will
proceed along the following lines: The Japanese native speaker will take the lead in presenting and
teaching factual information of importance in understanding the field of environmental studies. For his
part, the English native speaker will present students with a number of readings—and possibly video
programs—in which important issues related to environmental concepts are considered. Students will be
challenged to consider applications and implications of environmental concepts, as well as governmental
and organizational policies. They will also be asked to consider, and re—consider, the basic assumptions
and philosophical bases that underpin human actions relative to the environment. Thus, readings will
include not only descriptions of current problems such as, e.g., global warming or deforestation, but also
essays in which authors delineate ways of thinking about our relationship with the natural world.
