In some cases, students will be asked to prepare a written response to the material in which they
move beyond restatement of the main factual points and express their own views. In the final weeks,
students will view a video, “Sound And Fury,” which underlines the conflict between technology and
culture and raises questions about whether technological progress is always desireable. They will be
required to reflect on and respond to this viewing experience.

The focus of this course will be on reading and writing. Emphasis will be placed on thinking critically
about a world in which science and technology seem to play an increasingly important role. Specifically,
we will explore not only the purposes and potential benefits of science and technology, but also the
potential dangers. Students will also be challenged to communicate their own ideas and images of the
possible roles and uses of science and technology.

Classes will typically proceed along the lines of the professor’s “3R” guiding principles: Read, Reflect, and
Respond. That is, students will be asked to read a number of articles related to the general theme of “
science and technology.” Emphasis will be placed on reading for understanding, with the expectation that
students will be able to develop and articulate some questions and opinions about the material that they
read. In some cases, students will be asked to prepare a written response to the material in which they
move beyond restatement of the main factual points and express their own views. In the final weeks,
students will view a video, “Sound And Fury,” which underlines the conflict between technology and
culture and raises questions about whether technological progress is always desireable. They will be
required to reflect on and respond to this viewing experience.
