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Procedure of Scholarship Registration for the Academic Year 2025

Documents to submit

e Application Form of Scholarship Registration (Google Form)
e A copy of your research performance within ONE YEAR (from April 2024 to March 2025) (The following
must be stated. Please attach a copy of corresponding evidences.)

» For a thesis/research paper (published or accepted for publication on academic journal):
<~ atitle of thesis, co-authors, a page number, a title of journal, an issuing date. If it’s in progress,

also attach a notification of thesis/research paper acceptance (a letter of acceptance or e-mail
from the editor).

» For a presentation:
<~ a title of thesis, a conference name and date and time of your presentation

e Official test score report of JLPT as the evidence of proficiency in Japanese, and a copy of TOEFL, IELTS,

TOEIC, etc. as the evidence of proficiency in English

» Please fill it out based on self-declaration when submitting the registration application form.

» The scholarship recommendation will be determined based on the results stated in the registration
application form. If you are selected for a scholarship recommendation, you will be required to
submit the necessary certificates. If you are unable to provide the certificates stated in the
application form, the recommendation will be invalidated. Please ensure that you are prepared to
submit the required documents promptly if requested.

e For new students and a former research student: a copy of academic transcript from former institution

before NUT, excluding a Japanese language school

Instructions on completing the registration form

(1) Fill out the registration form with your status as of April 2025.

(2) The "Address at the Time of Selection” will be verified based on the address registered with the university
and the information on your residence card.

(3) Scholarship Record: List all the scholarships you were/will be awarded since first entering Japan.

(4) Financial Situation: State the estimated amount of monthly support you receive from your family away
and the average monthly income of family living together, between April 2025 and August 2025. (If
your spouse was awarded a scholarship during this period, the amount of his/her monthly grant must
be added to “Income of your family lives with you™.)

(5) If any of the particulars written in the registration form was found false, you will be excluded
from the nomination.

(6) Late and/or incomplete application will not be accepted.

Types of Scholarship for Privately Financed Students

There are 2 types of scholarships available for privately financed students at Nagaoka University of
Technology. Regardless of the types, all scholarship invitations sent to NUT will be informed you by e-mail

or the university website. Please keep checking the latest information to seize the opportunity.

A. Scholarships which require NUT's nhomination

This type of scholarships requires NUT's nomination. NUT will carefully select candidates to nominate.

Registration for the scholarship selection is offered twice a year in March/April and July/September.

Without this registration, there is no chance to win any of the scholarships in this category.

Note:

® Students who are set to receive a scholarship from a government, or a scholarship
recommended by NUT for the AY 2025 (April 2025 - March 2026) are not eligible to apply. (If
the scholarship is to be completed in the middle of AY2025, applications will be accepted.)

® Students will be notified of the results of their registration application each time they are selected to be
recommended for a scholarship which requires NUT's nomination. If you are not notified, it means that
you have not yet been recommended for a scholarship which requires NUT's nomination at that time.

® A student may receive no more than one scholarship which requires NUT's nomination per student. A
student who has been selected for a scholarship which requires NUT's nomination will not be
recommended for a different scholarship within the same academic year. Also, the same student will
not be recommended for more than one scholarship which require NUT's nomination at the same time.
(A student may be recommended for another scholarship after notification of rejection has been

received.)

B. Scholarships which do not require NUT's nomination

Any student who meets the requirements of this type of scholarship is welcome to apply.
Some of the scholar foundations ask an applicant to directly send necessary documents to them; however,

most of them request applications to send all the documents through Int’l student affairs.

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How to apply for scholarship

A. For Scholarships which require NUT's nhomination

Most of the Japanese scholarships provide the grant from April to next March. This means if you wish for a
chance to win scholarships which need NUT’s nomination, you need to register yourself twice a year.
Announcements for the registration will be posted in March for spring registration and in July for fall
registration. Read the instructions carefully and submit the application before the deadline. The nominees

are selected from all the registrants based on the Criteria for Selection of Scholarship Candidates, in section

When NUT decides to nominate you for a scholarship, Int’l Student Affairs will contact you and provide an
application form with instructions of application procedure. Please fill them out by deadline, otherwise you
may lose your nomination. Please let Int’l Student Affairs know as soon as possible if you have any question
on completing the documents, or if you wish to decline to apply for the nominated scholarship for some
reasons.

Please be aware that NOT every registrant will be nominated for the scholarship. And, being nominated by
the university does not guarantee you from winning the scholarship. Those who were not nominated by NUT
will not receive any notice from Int’l Student Affairs. Also, you cannot choose or specify which scholarship

you prefer. Please understand we cannot answer to your inquiries regarding your nomination status.

B. For scholarships which do not require NUT's nomination

Every time Int’'l| Student Affairs receive scholarship announcements from foundations, it will be posted on
the bulletin boards for international students or provided by e-mail etc. Please carefully examine the
requirements and qualifications. Usually completed applications documents are to be collected at Int’l
Student Affairs. If you decide to apply for those scholarships, please make sure to submit the application
documents at Int’l Student Affairs by the deadline.

On the other hand, some scholar foundations require the applicants to send the documents directly. Please

remember to inform us of your application and eventually its result as well.

Other notes

Regardless of the types of scholarships, please write all the application documents neatly and carefully. For
the ones which need NUT’s nomination, we might ask you to re-write the application. If you have any
question how to fill out an application, please ask Int’'| Student Affairs.

Most of the documents for scholarship need to be written in Japanese. Some foundations will interview you
in Japanese. For those reasons, many foundations expect applicants to have Japanese language ability.

The list of scholarship offered to NUT and the ones NUT students are receiving is on section . More details
are also on Japan Student Service Organization (JASSO)’s annual brochure or their website, “Scholarships
for International Students in Japan”. If you find any scholarship which you are qualified on or off this website,
please go ahead and apply for it.

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V CRITERIA for SELECTION of SCHOLARSHIP CANDIDATES at Nagaoka University of Technology
Approved by Student Committee on November 11 2022

Scholarship Nominees are to be determined by the following considerations 1, 2 and 3.

1. Ranking and Selection Process of Nominees
All the registrants of Scholarship Application are to be ranked according to their total score gained by point-

rating evaluation below. On the basis of the ranking, the high-scored students are selected as nominees for
eligible scholarships.

2. Selection Criteria
The following considerations shall be rated by point. If a registrant has the same score in total as another, the
one with higher points in STATUS shall be ranked higher. If their status are equal and have even score in total
to each other, ELDER registrant shall stand ahead. If their total scores are still even, then the one with
BETTER ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE shall be ranked higher.

* Grades not mentioned in the above table (such as “Approved” or “Pass”) are not counted.

* If a registrant has been enrolled in the respective program for less than one year at the time of selection,
and if he/she has grades in a program enrolled at NUT, only the grades enrolled at NUT will be assessed. If
not, the grades of the most recent year prior to enrolment (the course that is a requirement for admission to
NUT) will be evaluated.

* For doctoral students, all grades from the doctoral program are evaluated. For students enrolled in more
than four years of a five-year doctoral program, all grades from the third year of a five-year doctoral program
and onwards are evaluated.

* In the case of selection in April (when the grades of the previous year are subject to evaluation), "full-year"
courses are subject to evaluation; in the case of selection in September, "full-year" courses from the previous
year are not subject to evaluation. (except for doctoral students and students who have completed four or
more years of a five-year doctoral program).

6) Presentation at Academic Conference or Thesis Publicized
An evidence such as a List of Research Achievement or a Program of the Conference attended is attached to
the Application.
